Sections may be merged with neighboring
grades or ratings if one has under 17 players. TCA rules are used for this tournament. All sections are USCF rated. All
sections allow previously unrated players. Chess notation required in Elementary and older sections. Please bring clocks.
Time controls and schedule: (if needed, speed game of G/5;d0 will break ties with perfect 5.0 scores after last round)

Championship: G/45;d5 for rounds 1-3 and G/60;d5 for rounds 4-5. Round start times: 8:30am, 10:30am,
12:30pm, 2:30pm, and 5:15pm. Rounds 4-5 may begin early. Awards after last round for each section.

Non-Championship (i.e. under or new): G/30;d5 for all 5 rounds. Round start times: 9:00am, 10:30am,
12:00pm, 1:30pm, and 3:00pm. Rounds 4-5 may begin early. Awards after last round.

Adult or Not TX region VI: G/45;d5 for rounds 1-2 and G/60;d5 for rounds 3-4. Round start times: 9:15am,
11:00am, 1:00pm, and 3:30pm. Rounds 3-4 may begin early. Awards after last round.
Registration:

Entry fee for scholastic sections is $20 if received/postmarked by Jan 31, $25 by Feb 22 (PayPal only after Feb
16), and $30 on site (cash or check). $25 for adult (or not region VI) players before 8:30am on game day. Incomplete
entries or entries submitted without payment may be charged a higher fee. Last day to request a refund is Feb 16. No
player substitutions, but section section changes allowed through Feb 22. Payments after Feb 22 may receive a half-point
bye for round 1. USCF membership required of all players. PayPal payments preferred. Don't mail payments after Feb 16.
